5.  PERMIT APPLICATIONS

APPLICATION TO CONSTRUCT GARAGE

                        (Nelson/Coggins, 6518 40th Avenue)  Ward 2

Mayor Tabori, Ms. Nelson, and Town Attorney Ms. Ferguson discussed the status of the two items of documentation requested by Town Hall. Ms. Nelson and Town Attorney Ms. Ferguson discussed the details on how the height measurements were taken and the letters and drawings that have been exchanged between Ms. Nelson’s lawyer and Town Attorney Ms. Ferguson.

Mayor Tabori read the motion for the permit. Item #5, “The measurements on the final plan shall be certified by the architect and the method used shall be described.” was added. 

Ms. Nelson requested specifics of who would serve as the “Town representatives” to be present during the final inspection. Ms. Nelson raised concerns that permit item #2, taking a photographic and video record of the interior and exterior of the structure, was a violation of her civil rights and questions where under the law this action would be allowed. Town Attorney Ms. Ferguson said that under Article 23 of the Maryland code towns are allowed to establish a building code. In this instance the Town is choosing to make a photographic and video record of the structure during the inspection, a record that would have the benefit of protecting the interests of both the Town and the homeowner. 

There was a pause in the discussion of this permit, while Ms. Nelson conferred with her counsel. Agenda items 5B, 5C, 5D, 5E, and 5F were considered as recorded below in the meeting minutes. Discussion of agenda item 5A resumed after item 5F was addressed. 

Mayor Tabori noted that it was not unusual for the Town to be present during the final inspection on building permits. Ms. Nelson restated her concerns about permit item #2. Attorney Mr. Nelson, representing Ms. Nelson, raised the concern that the burden of coordination between the County and Town Hall was being placed on Ms. Nelson. Ms. Nelson requested an explanation of the Town’s authority to request photographic and video recordings. Ms. Winton said that the Town Engineer would be the individual who would carry out the final inspection on behalf of the Town. There would not be a large number of individuals entering the homeowner’s property. Town Attorney Ms. Ferguson said that the importance of the record is to ensure the building matches the conditions specified under the permit. Town Attorney Ms. Ferguson said that the records could be marked confidential and reserved for use by the Town for enforcement actions. 

Ms. Winton asked that both Ms. Nelson and Mr. Coggins acknowledge verbally that this structure is not to be used for business purposes. Ms. Nelson and Mr. Coggins both stated “Yes”. 

Motion: To approve the permit for the construction of a garage on Block 21 at 6518 40th Avenue on the following conditions:

1. That the Town Engineer and the Mayor's designee be notified of and present at a final inspection of the structure once it is completed;
2. That during said inspection the Town Engineer and the Mayor's designee will take photographs and make a video record of the interior and exterior of the structure;
3. That the structure is to be used as a garage for purposes that are appropriate under law; 

4. That the old garage on the property, including any concrete slab, be removed in its entirety on or before 120 days from issuance of this building permit; and

5. The measurements on the final plan shall be certified by the architect and the method used shall be described.

6.  MAYOR’S REPORT – Mayor John Rogard Tabori

Mayor Tabori announced that he has all the necessary information from Brian Tresp of eCommunity Services to complete the contract for moving the Town’s web site to a new support contract. Mayor Tabori said he would complete and sign the contract on Thursday, when Mr. Baden will be at Town Hall and able to witness the signature. The Town may want to consider using the web site URLs of upmd.gov or up.gov as a replacement to the current upmd.org. Mr. DeSaussure asked if this site would allow for more direct access to the content for changes and updates. Mayor Tabori said that it would. Ms. Winton asked if there would be a web site redesign. Mayor Tabori said that for the immediate future, there would be more of a direct transfer of the content. At a later date, the additional features would be available, including calendars, alerts, and potentially on-line payment for fees such as permit application fees. 

Mayor Tabori said that the Town Clock should be in place by the end of this July, across the street from the University Park Elementary School. 

Mayor Tabori announced that Chad Williams, a County Planner who proposed the zoning change on the US Route 1 corridor, would attend the July 21 Council meeting. Mayor Tabori noted that the first indication the surrounding municipalities had of the proposal was through an RFP released by MNPPC to do a study for the zoning change. 

Mr. Dudinsky asked about the rental property on Baltimore Ave., which is being advertised on Craigslist. Mayor Tabori said that the information had been passed along to code enforcement, and that it was very useful when information of this nature was passed along to Town Hall. He asked that Council members address matters related to enforcement to him privately, until the enforcement action was completed. Mayor Tabori raised a second matter to the Council’s awareness, concerning financial information. Essentially the law reads that financial data is protected until such time as a contract is in place. Once a contract is in place, the terms of the contract are publicly available. What cannot be done is to give out competitive information during the bid process that allows a bid to be undercut. 

Mr. Lucas brought attention to the intersection at Adelphi Road and Tennyson St. The overgrowth of vegetation on the south side of the intersection obscures a driver’s ability to see into the roadway. He also raised the question of a drainage pipe on Woodberry St. directing water onto an adjacent property. Mayor Tabori said he would follow up on these issues.     

Mr. DeSaussure requested that the Public Works Department ensure that each and every intersection be marked with signs. This is especially important to support CERT activities. 
7.  PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Gogol, of 4018 Beechwood Road, asked Chief Wynnyk if the Town Police Department had considered using a Segway for patrols. Chief Wynnyk said the Police Department has researched them. They cost approximately $5,000 or can be rented. University Park public events are located at places like University Park Elementary School, which are fairly constrained in space and headcount.

Ms. Mallino addressed the questions around single-stream recycling, based on the spreadsheet and detailed written discussions provided by Director of Public Works Mr. Beall. The spreadsheet is included at the end of the minutes as Attachment 1. Mr. Beall said that Town residents would still receive two trash pickups per week, done on two days per week, versus the current schedule of four days per week. Bulk trash pickups are currently done on an as-needed basis, with almost daily pickups. Mr. Beall said it may be possible to reduce the bulk trash pickup frequency. 

Mayor Tabori spoke to the advantages of single stream recycling. He said there was no question that the new plan would save mileage. Mileage equates directly to fuel costs. Mayor Tabori said that maintaining the current status quo on trash pickup could result in an increase in fuel costs by $10,000. The other important aspect of single-stream recycling is that the Town projects that temporary labor costs can be reduced. Temporary labor costs were $28,000 in FY2008. Single stream recycling also reduces the Town’s carbon footprint. 

Mr. Dudinsky asked about the rules on back door trash service. Mr. Beall said that under the current system back door service is provided for the green trash toters. Mr. Beall did not have a percentage for the residents who do bring their trash to the curb, versus the residents who do not. Mr. DeSaussure raised the concern that if he is out of town, and Public Works pulls the trash can in the morning without replacing it in the evening, it signals that the homeowner is not at home. 

Mayor Tabori asked to separate the two issues, namely single-stream recycling and back-door trash service, and consider them individually. 

Ms. Mallino moved that Council authorize the Mayor and the Department of Public Works to move ahead and implement single stream recycling as soon as feasible.

Operations Analysis:

Converting to a single stream recycling program will allow the public works department to take over the existing outsourced recycling route within the framework of the existing labor force and work week due to a restructuring of the weekly collection schedule and consolidation of the current recycling routes.  Each residence will be issued a single 65 gallon wheeled recycling cart to replace the blue and yellow recycling bins currently in use.  The Town has received offers to purchase all of the obsolete recycling bins.  Elimination of the recycling bins should also reduce the likelihood of worker injuries from lifting and provide greater convenience to town residents.  Finally, the addition of an extra lift on each trash packer will aid in improving collection productivity by allowing both laborers on each truck to operate separate lifts independently.  

All University Park residents will continue to enjoy two weekly trash pick-ups.  However, those residents who have been on a Monday/Thursday schedule will join the rest of the town on a Tuesday/Friday schedule.  Consideration should be given to changing the current standard of back door service for all residents to expedite the collection process and reduce potential liability on behalf of the town.  Provision should continue to be made for the elderly and physically impaired to receive back door service.

Financial Analysis:

The public works department anticipates annual operational cost savings in the areas of outsourced services, fuel expense, tipping fees, and supplies.  Additional savings are anticipated in the area of labor cost.  

The elimination of outsourced services will result in a $14,232 annual savings based on 2007-08 outsourcing costs.  

A 15% increase in recycling tonnage would reduce annual trash disposal at the landfill by approximately 60 tons, resulting in a reduction of annual tipping fees by $2,940.  This savings is offset by a loss of revenue related to tipping payments for recycling.  The single stream recycling product is a less valuable commodity in the marketplace.  However, the public works department cannot assume the collection of all town recyclables using current resources without converting to a single stream program.  A loss of nearly $6,500 per year is anticipated based on estimated recycling volume.  Of course, a greater increase in recycling volume will reduce trash disposal expenses and increase recycling revenues while a lesser recycling volume increase will create higher than estimated trash disposal expenses and lower recycling revenues. 

The public works department anticipates a combined savings of nearly $1,800 for fuel costs related to landfill and recycling facility disposal trips by eliminating 2 weekly trips to the landfill and shortening the distance to the recycling facility by 50%.  This savings is based on a $4.50/gallon price for diesel fuel.  Currently, diesel fuel is selling at $4.90/gallon, which would result in additional savings of about $160 next year if the price holds.

The cost to replace broken recycle bins would be eliminated by a 10 year guaranteed replacement warranty on the new recycling carts, resulting in a savings of approximately $1,800 annually.

Annual savings from labor related costs for trash/recycling operations is estimated at approximately $4,900.  This savings is the direct result of a shorter travel time to an alternate recycling facility and the elimination of 2 weekly trips to the landfill.  The anticipated savings is in terms of allocated labor resources does not translate to an actual reduction of operational expenses unless it reduces temporary labor services.  Such a reduction in temporary labor services is anticipated from the combined effects of improvements in operational efficiencies beginning in FY09.  

Conclusions:
The Town of University Park Public Works Department anticipates improvements to residential convenience and satisfaction with services while being able to save $15,000-$20,000 annually through the implementation of a single stream recycling program and the restructuring of the weekly operational schedule.  The break even analysis identifies a 3 year recovery of startup costs based on an initial savings of $19,184 adjusted for inflation at a rate of 3.29% annually.  Improvements to other areas of daily operations and services such as parks, roads, and signage maintenance are anticipated.   The cost savings from these additional efficiencies have not been calculated.  
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	The Break Even Analysis indicates all startup costs will be recovered by the end of Year 3.

A brief summary of the reason for the projected budget shortfall in each category is as follows:

Travel – $2,500 – The Public Works Director attended the MML conference this year. This was not originally budgeted. Also, there was an expense reimbursement submitted during fiscal year 2008 that was attributed to the FY2007 MML conference.

Newsletter - $1,725 – The May newsletter was mailed first class in order for it to be delivered in time for the elections. This was an additional $800. The balance of the overage is attributed to additional costs associated with printing the newsletters.

Transit Costs - $1,000 – Mainly due to increase in gas costs.

Uniforms – Police - $2,000 – Large order of patches, nameplates, batons and other items.

Payroll Taxes & Benefits – PW - $11,000 – This is over budget because the wrong rate was used to budget for workers compensation insurance. The clerical rate was used instead of the public works rate. The difference is 5.7% per $100 of assessed value.

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REPORT ON THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS – Mickey Beall, Director

1. Dump Truck—An agreement has been reached to purchase a truck--****************************************************************************************.  The public works department is awaiting invoice from the seller and will be able to take possession at our earliest convenience.  Preparations have been made for the resale of the current dump truck pending council approval to surplus it.
2. Rt. 1 Poison Ivy—SHA aggressively cut back the overgrowth along Rt. 1, trimmed trees along the right of way between Pineway and East-West Hwy, and sprayed the poison ivy.  An effort is being made to have them revisit that stretch of road to re-spray the poison ivy and edge the sidewalk since some overgrowth remains.

3. Mosquito Control Program—The MD Dept of Agriculture control program has begun for the summer of 2008.  University Park is scheduled for surveillance every 3rd Wednesday beginning June 18th.  Additional dates are: July 9th, July 30th, August 20th, and September 10th.  Traps will be set in those areas where complaints have been filed and treatment will occur between 8pm and 12:30am if the count criterion threshold is observed.  Residents are encouraged to direct their complaints to the Director of Public Works.  

4. Hazardous Trees—Several trees have been removed from the park and other areas of public right of way in recent weeks, including one very large tree near the Tot Lot.  Another tree at UP Elementary is scheduled to be removed by Prince Georges County Public Schools Maintenance crews within the next few weeks.

5. Parking Signage—Signs have been purchased to replace obsolete signs in portions of the town where regulations changed.  The public works department will include the restricted parking signs in the ongoing effort to update and standardize signage throughout town.

6. Field Permit Schedule & Application—It was determined the Council should adopt an Inclement Weather Policy as it did with the Usage Policy. Implementation awaits council action.
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
