
Extending Permit Parking on Pineway, Clagett-Pineway, and Oakridge, Beechwood, Holly Hill and Clagett Roads

LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 08-0-05
Resolution and Ordinance of the Town of University Park, to repeal and re-enact Article 1, Section 9-104 of Chapter 9 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of University Park, Maryland, to extend the permit parking system to additional areas on Pineway and Clagett-Pineway  and Oakridge, Beechwood, Holly Hill and Clagett Roads in the Town.


Section 1:  Be it resolved and ordained by the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of University Park that Chapter 9 “Traffic and Vehicles”, Article 1 “Traffic, Section 9-104(B) “Parking”, of the Code of the Town of University Park be repealed and re-enacted as follows:

Section 9-104  Parking.
(a)  *     *     *     *     *

(b) Limitations


(1) Limited Parking. No person shall park any vehicle for more than two (2) hours at any one place between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, on any of the following streets:

 ( i) through (v) *  *  *
(vi) Beechwood Road -- both sides from Adelphi Road to Wells Parkway and the south side from [Oakridge Road] PINEWAY to Route 1, Baltimore Boulevard. 

(vii) through (x)  *  *  *
(xi) Oakridge – west side from Pineway to [Holly Hill Road and from Holly Hill Road] to Beechwood Road.
 (xii) Pineway – SOUTH SIDE FROM ONE HUNDRED FEET FROM INTERSECTION WITH QUEENS CHAPEL ROAD AND ROUTE 1 TO [both sides from] any point more than [thirty (30)] SEVENTY FIVE (75) feet from the northern intersection with Route 1 [to the western edge of the first speed table on Pineway] AND NORTH SIDE FROM BEECHWOOD ROAD TO SEVENTY FIVE (75) FEET FROM THE NORTHERN INTERSECTION WITH ROUTE 1. 

(xiii) through (xv)  *  *  *  *
XVI. CLAGETT ROAD-WEST SIDE FROM QUEENS CHAPEL ROAD TO CLAGETT-PINEWAY.

XVII. CLAGETT-PINEWAY-BOTH SIDES FROM PINEWAY TO CLAGETT ROAD.

XVIII. HOLLY HILL ROAD – BOTH SIDES FROM OAKRIDGE TO PINEWAY.

Section 2: Be it further resolved that this resolution shall become effective twenty (20) days after enactment by the Mayor and Common Council of University Park, Maryland.

Section 3: Be it further resolved that a complete and exact copy of this proposed Ordinance shall be posted on the entrance door of the Town Building of University Park, Maryland, for a period of not less than ten (10) days, and a fair summary of this Ordinance shall be published at least once in a newspaper having general circulation in the community.
