traffic and speed limitations

LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 01‑0-09

Resolution and Ordinance of the Town of University Park, to repeal and re-enact Article 3, Section 9-301 of Chapter 9 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of University Park, Maryland, to increase the fines for violation of various sections in Articles 1 and 2 of Chapter 9 including parking and storage of vehicles, noise limitations, traffic signs and speed limits.

Section 1:  Be it resolved and ordained by the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of University Park that Chapter 9 “Traffic and Vehicles”, Article 3 “General”, Section 9-301 “Penalty”, of the Code of the Town of University Park be repealed and re-enacted as follows:

Section 9-301 Penalty.
A failure to comply with the provisions of this chapter shall constitute an infraction. [Any violation of Section 9-104 or 9-105 of this Chapter shall be subject to a penalty of twenty dollars ($20.00) for the first violation, thirty dollars ($30.00) for the second violation, and fifty dollars ($50.00) for each additional violation of the same Section.] Any violation of Sections 9-201 and/or 9-202 shall be subject to a penalty of two hundred dollars ($200.00). All other violations of this Chapter shall be subject to [the] A penalty [provision set forth in Section 1-106(c) of this Code] OF FIFTY DOLLARS ($50.00) FOR EACH VIOLATION. The infraction provision of this ordinance shall not apply to violations occurring within rights of way under the jurisdiction of the State of Maryland.

Section 2: Be it further resolved that this resolution shall become effective twenty (20) days after enactment by the Mayor and Common Council of University Park, Maryland.

Section 3: Be it further resolved that a complete and exact copy of this proposed Ordinance shall be posted on the entrance door of the Town Building of University Park, Maryland, for a period of not less than ten (10) days, and a fair summary of this Ordinance shall be published at least once in a newspaper having general circulation in the community.
