ZONING VARIANCE APPEAL-V-22-09



(Visnic, 4404 Underwood Street)  Ward 3

Ms. Visnic addressed the Council and the Mayor. She provided an update site plan from her architect, with all dimensions clearly indicated on the drawing. The next opportunity to go before the Zoning Hearing Board is June 3rd, as the hearing must be re-advertised. Ms. Mallino spoke in favor of granting the variance. She said that this area of Town had smaller lots than usual, and smaller homes. The proposed addition would allow the family to stay in the home and continue to park their cars off the street. Mayor Tabori said that he would check with Tina on the Zoning Board staff to determine her lot coverage calculation.

Motion: To approve the appeal to validate existing conditions and construct a two story addition on Lot 17, Block 14 at 4404 Underwood Street. Variances of a 3 feet front yard depth and 7.6% net lot coverage are requested.

WARD 4 SPECIAL ELECTION DATE

Mayor Tabori said that Town Hall will notify the Election Board tomorrow. The date of the election will be advertised in the Town newsletter and on the Town website. Voters must register thirty days before the election takes place. Because the thirty day period ends on a weekend, new voter registrations can carry over to the following Monday. Mr. Carey asked how changes of address within University Park were handled. Mayor Tabori said that the voter must prove residence through a driver’s license or similar documentation. The winner of the special election will be sworn in on the first Council meeting in July.
