LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 09‑0-10
Resolution and Ordinance of the Town of University Park, to repeal and re-enact Chapter 6, “Peace and Order”, Section 6-201 “Vending” of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of University Park, Maryland, to authorize the Council to adopt a filing fee for vending licenses by resolution.

Section 1:  Be it resolved and ordained by the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of University Park that Chapter 6 “Peace and Order”, Section 6-201 “Vending”, of the Code of the Town of University Park be enacted as follows:

Section 6-201. Vending
(a) Licenses. No person shall sell or transfer for profit within the Town any goods or services without first obtaining a license.

1. Application.  All applications for vending permits shall be [to] FILED WITH the Town [Treasurer] CLERK and shall be accompanied by a non-refundable ANNUAL filing fee to be set by the Town COUNCIL FROM TIME TO TIME BY RESOLUTION.

Section 2:  Be it further resolved that this resolution shall become effective twenty (20) days after enactment by the Mayor and Common Council of University Park, Maryland.
