6.  PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Lucas raised the public safety concern that people jogging with their children in strollers are at risk along Tennyson Road, due to the poor sight lines at the intersection. He noted that cars traveling along this road do not properly stop at stop signs. Mayor Tabori said he would add a cautionary note to the Newsletter about this concern. 

Ms. McPherson asked if anyone had feedback on the success of the solar lighting for the Town Christmas tree. Mayor Tabori said his impression was that resident comments were favorable. He has been invited to an upcoming meeting of the Solar Co-op. 

Ms. O’Connor said the traffic signal light on the University Park side of Adelphi Road at Belcrest Road was turned sideways, probably due to the wind. Chief Wynnyk said residents were welcome to contact the police department on these types of issues. 

Ms. Bradley Chacón expressed her appreciation to the community for supporting her candidacy for Ward 7 Council Member. 

7.  DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A.  MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor John Rogard Tabori

Mayor Tabori reported that the Maryland State Highway Administration (SHA) has notified the Town of University Park that U.S. Route 1 repairs will take place between Town Hall and East-West Highway. The repair work will include mill and overlay of the pavement as well as sidewalk repairs and improvements. The sidewalk improvements will continue all the way to Queens Chapel Road. Construction will start in the spring once the weather is favorable. 

Mayor Tabori said that he and Town Treasurer Mr. Baden will provide the [fiscal] mid-year budget report on January 25. Mayor Tabori will update the historical data as well as the budget line item descriptors. Budget amendments would also be presented during this meeting. 

Mayor Tabori explained the Fiscal Year 2010 budget cycle. On March 15, Mayor Tabori will present to Council the revenue analysis. Mayor Tabori also noted that there is a January 19 meeting for Town residents with the Maryland tax assessment organization. The Town budget document will be sent by the Mayor to the Council by March 31. Formal introduction of the budget will take place on April 5. Mayor Tabori said that once the budget is introduced on April 5, the budget becomes a Council document. 

Ms. Mallino said that Prince George’s County government has asked for estimates of the cost of snow removal. She noted that the budget line item of $5,000 was only for salt; this item does not include the labor costs of the time spent by Public Works Department employees. Ms. Mallino also raised the point about GASB (Government Accounting Standards Board) accounting standards, which is different from the cash-flow budget used by the Town for monthly reporting. 

Mayor Tabori said that the Belcrest Plaza hearing is scheduled fro January 14, 2010 in Upper Marlboro before the Parks & Planning Board. University Park will raise five key issues and seek amendments on these issues: viewshed; density; traffic; storm water management; and bicycle routes. The development proposal will go to the District Council on January 24. Mayor Tabori explained the many ways in which this proposed development violates both the Parks & Planning standards and the Transit District Overlay Zone (TDOZ) requirements. 

Mayor Tabori thanked the Board of Elections supervisors for very successfully completing the Ward 7 election. He asked the Council for permission to issue a proclamation. Mayor Tabori thanked Ms. Amy Headley, Town Clerk, for managing the paperwork and preparations for the election. 

B. REPORT ON POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES- Chief Michael Wynnyk

Chief Wynnyk distributed a handout of the December Crime Statistics report, which is included in these minutes as Attachment 7B.

9.  NEW BUSINESS

A.   NORTHWESTERN HIGH SCHOOL MARCHING BAND REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE
Mr. and Mrs. Baugher, residents of Ward 3, Mr. Townes, director of the Northwestern High School Marching Band, and two members of the Marching Band addressed the Council and the Mayor. Mrs. Baugher and her husband are officers in the band parents’ organization. Mrs. Baugher explained how the band’s current uniforms are four years past their expected lifespan of eight years, and have been mended and patched past the point of repair. The band has the opportunity, with County assistance, to purchase 100 new band uniforms. Parents and students have conducted diligent fundraising, and the County will contribute $7,000, but the band is still short of the amount needed by April 1, 2010 by $12,000. Mr. Townes addressed the Council and the Mayor. He explained that the band presently has 75 members and was able to compete in four competitions last year, in addition to school-related performances. Mr. Baugher noted that the band must raise funds for related band items such as transportation to competitions and instruments, in addition to uniforms.  

Ms. Bradley Chacón asked if the Marching Band has approached any other municipality for support. Ms. Baugher said University Park was the first municipality that has been approached for support. Northwestern High School draws students from College Park, Mt. Rainier, and Hyattsville in addition to University Park. Ms. Toscano observed that while the Town has donated monies to the University Park Elementary School for years, we provide no real activities for older teens and young adults. Ms. McPherson spoke on her observations of how band membership provides positive experiences and educational opportunities for high school-aged students. Mr. Townes said the Marching Band would be interested in engaging with University Park to support Town activities such as the Christmas tree lighting ceremony, the Azalea Classic, and 
the 4th of July celebration. The school needs twenty days advance notice to participate in an activity.

B.   LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 10-0-01  Introduction
Mayor Tabori noted that the Maryland state legislature requires that any speed cameras be installed within one half mile of a public school. Municipalities receive 10% of the funds collected, with the restriction that the funds be used for public safety. If the Town of University Park does not put in place such legislation within 60 days, the County has the right to install speed cameras on Adelphi Road without sharing the revenue with the Town. Ms. Toscano drew an analogy between the speed camera legislation and the revenue sharing agreements with Verizon and Comcast.
