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RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF UNIVERSITY PARK, MARYLAND TO ADOPT CRITERIA FOR COMMUNITY SERVICE GRANTS
WHEREAS, Article 23A(2)(b)(2) of the Annotated Code of Maryland authorizes the Town to expend municipal funds for any purpose deemed to be public and to affect the safety, health, and general welfare of the municipality and its occupants; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined that it is in the public interest to set aside funds in the municipal budget for community service grants to support programs and services operated by various organizations that affect the safety, health, and general welfare of the Town and its occupants; and 


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined that it is appropriate to adopt criteria for the evaluating requests for community service grants requested in any fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, the Policy and Rules Committee has developed Grant Criteria, a Grant Application, and a hold harmless letter, which include a timetable for grant applications and a requirement that a report be provided by grant recipients, and have recommended them to the Council for adoption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of University Park, Maryland that Grant Criteria, Grant Application and hold harmless letter be and they are hereby adopted in substantially the form attached for the purpose of determining the allocation of community service grants in any given fiscal year.
