Dear Chairman Franklin:

In accordance with Condition 26a of the above noted ordinance, the University of Maryland
approves the construction of the “Roadway Plan” as shown in Exhibit A (attached), subject
to approval and authorization of the final construction plan and verification by the Prince
George’s County Department of Public Works and Transportation that the Roadway Plan
meets the American Association of State and Highway Transportation Officials’ (AASHTO)
standards and is appropriate for construction of the CSX Crossing. The Roadway Plan is
consistent with a resolution passed on November 4, 2013 by the Legislative Council of the
Town of Riverdale Park approving a roadway/roundabout design solution for the CSX
Crossing / Van Buren Drive extension to Lafayette Drive and Rivertech Court.

The University acknowledges that, notwithstanding the above noted approvals, the Town
of Riverdale Park intends to explore the Roadway Plan further and may request that the
University revisit its approval in favor of a “smaller’ roundabout/roadway design. The
University reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to approve such changes.

Additionally, the University, without restating the qualifications set out by its letter to
Chairwoman Hewlett on May 7, 2013 (attached Exhibit B), submits as a part of its approval
those qualifications, its agreement with the land area required for the full right-of-way
(identified on Exhibit A and comparable to the earlier T-intersection requirements) and its
intent to finalize terms, formalize the transaction and seek requisite state approvals. Final
approval of the negotiated transaction must be given by the University System of Maryland
Board of Regents and the Maryland Board of Public Works. No approval is final unless and
until such approvals are obtained.

Dear Chairwoman Hewlett:

In connection with the submission of a Preliminary Plan of Subdivision (the “PPS”) by the
owner of the subject property (the “Owner”), the University of Maryland (“UMD”) submits this
Jetter to the Planning Board in accordance with Ordinance Conditions 25a and 25¢c. UMD will
make available to the Owner the right-of-way for the CSX Crossing shown in the Attachment and
known as the “J-Crossing,” notwithstanding that the PPS currently reflects a crossing referred to
as “0-2,” which the University has not accepted. The University will make the right-of-way for
the J-Crossing available subject to the qualifications set forth herein.

Specifically, the agreement to be negotiated with the Owner (the “Agreement”) regarding
an option to procure the J-Crossing right-of-way through UMD land is subject to the following:

1) The Owner shall enter into the Agreement with UMD prior to UMD providing the
letter to the Owner required pursuant to Condition 26a of the Zoning Ordinance.

2) The Owner shall proffer and be subject to the following Preliminary Plan condition:
Prior to certification of the Preliminary Plan of Subdivision, the Owner shall revise the
Preliminary Plan to incorporate the J-Crossing (Version J.3.300, attached) as the CSX
crossing alignment.

Based on the attached J-Crossing concept plan, UMD estimates its land impact to be as
much as approximately 3.2 acres, which calculation is subject to verification pursuant
to Item 5 herein.

Based on previously obtained and now out-of-date appraisals, the land acquisition cost
for the J-Crossing was estimated to be as high as $1,000,000 per acre. This estimated
cost is non-binding, based upon dated appraisals, and requires an appraisal-supported
update of the right of way acquisition cost based upon an accurate legal description of
all rights of way necessary for the J-Crossing, all as required for state approval as shall
be more fully described in the Agreement.

UMD is prepared to contract for updated appraisals immediately upon receipt of the
Owner provided legal description of the required rights-of-way, with completion of
appraisals anticipated within 60 days of initiation.

UMD shall have ongoing rights throughout the design and construction drawing phases
of the J-Crossing development, as well as during the actual construction of the J-
Crossing, to review and approve the precise location, design and construction schedule,
it being understood that the final design and location shall be in substantial
conformance with the J-Crossing alignment shown in the Attachment. This
requirement notwithstanding, the road network connecting the bridge crossing to
Lafayette Avenue and Rivertech Court could be reengineered at the sole discretion of
UMD with appropriate agency approvals.

UMD shall make no financial contribution toward any aspect of the J-Crossing
whatsoever (or any associated roadway improvements within or outside of UMD
property whether shown or not shown as a part of the scope of work) including,
without limitation, the design, permitting, construction, and post-construction
maintenance.

UMD shall not be directly or indirectly responsible to undertake any transportation
improvements required as a result of new or changed traffic (patterns or service levels)
via the J-Crossing including, but not limited to, Rivertech Court, River Road,
Kenilworth Avenue, Paint Branch Parkway or any related intersections or connections.

The J-Crossing shall be designed for and dedicated to public use, providing safe
vehicular, bicycle and pedestrian access across its full length.

10) Closing on the Agreement shall be contingent on Owner having obtained all permits,

financing and approvals required for construction of the J-Crossing.

a. During the term of the Agreement, the Owner shall hold an option on the
acquisition of the right of way property during which the University agrees not
to make the property available for another use. Such option fee will be $50.000
per year, payable in advance. The option fee is not refundable, but, at Closing,
shall be treated as a credit against the acquisition cost.



b. 1f all permits, financing, bonds and approvals are not obtained by July 1, 2016,
the Agreement shall terminate and there shall be no obligation on the part of
UMD to further provide for the right-of-way.

¢. UMD shall convey the necessary ROW for the construction of the road to
DPW&T or dedicate same to public use through a plat of dedication (to be
prepared by the Owner for approval by UMD) upon receipt of nofice from
DPW&T that all required bonds have been posted and all required permits
necessary for construction of the J-Crossing have been issued.

11) Final approval of the Agreement for the J-Crossing right-of-way must be given by the
UMD Board of Regents and the Maryland Board of Public Works. No approval is
final unless and until such approvals are obtained.

The University believes that the Cafritz development will bring an economic benefit to the
region and a much-needed amenity for the community. We are pleased to support this important
project with an appropriately located right-of-way connection that respects the affected University

property.

Therefore, in conformance with Condition 25¢ of the Zoning Ordinance, the University of
Maryland supports the J-Crossing and agrees to convey, subject to all required state approvals, the
right of way necessary for its construction upon payment of fair market value as set forth above.
